FASFAA Sponsorship Policy

Presented to FASFAA Executive Board on August 3, 2007

Changes in FASFAA policy and procedures that relate to sponsorship of the association activities are recommended as a result of concerns regarding the appearance of conflicts of interest among lenders and financial aid administrators. 

The proposal redefines the involvement of contributors and exhibitors in conferences and other training activities. The proposed changes are meant to clarify the organization’s relationship with entities that support FASFAA in a way that avoids any appearance of conflict of interest and supports FASFAA’s obligations as a tax-exempt educational organization pursuant to Sections 501(c)(3) and 509(a)(2) of the Internal Revenue Code.

Conference Exhibitor Policy 
Prospective exhibitors or supporters must agree to the rules and procedures as follows:


Exhibitors/supporters will not organize, sponsor or conduct any social activities 
directed toward conference attendees, FASFAA Executive Board, or training 
activity participants.


Exhibitors/supporters may organize, sponsor or conduct focus, advisory, or user 
groups 
that are non-social in nature. Light snacks and non-alcoholic beverages 
may be served only. Contributors will coordinate accommodations for any group 
meeting that occurs during the conference dates with the FASFAA conference 
committee or sponsorship chair.


Giveaways or gifts to FASFAA conference or training activity attendees must be 
of nominal value (less than $10 fair market price). Prize drawings, scholarships or 
other contest premiums are prohibited. Exhibitors/supporters may not offer 
conference participants the opportunity to enter or sign up for contests or receive 
gifts at a later date in excess of the stated nominal value.
Prospective exhibitors that do not agree to the rules and procedures will not be permitted to exhibit at the FASFAA activity. An exhibitor/supporter who violates any of the rules must promptly cease any such action and at the discretion of FASFAA may be required to remove his or her exhibit. 

Conference refreshment breaks will be held in the conference exhibit area if adequate space is available. FASFAA will also provide a refreshment break outside of the exhibit area.

Sponsorship Fees/Conditions

FASFAA will offer two types of sponsorship at conferences.
Conference Exhibitor $2500:


Booth space (10 to 12 feet dependant upon availability of space) 


All booths will be of equal space


Booth location will be determined by the sponsorship chair. Notable 


exception will be made for high visibility location as outlined in the 


policy.


All exhibitors must be paid FASFAA members.

All exhibitors must register for and pay conference registration fees to 


exhibit and attend conference activities.

Conference exhibitors will be listed in the conference program in 



alphabetical order by company name. Exhibitors may opt out of this 


recognition at their own discretion.

Payment must be received two weeks prior to the date the conference 


begins to participate as an exhibitor.

Conference Supporter $1500:


Vendor space (6 foot table) 


Exhibit location will be determined by the sponsorship chair. 


All representatives of conference supporters must be paid FASFAA members.

All representatives of conference supporters must register for and pay conference 
registration fees to exhibit and attend conference activities.

Conference supporters will be listed in the conference program in 



alphabetical order by company name. Exhibitors may opt out of this 


recognition at their own discretion.


Payment must be received two weeks prior to the date the conference 


begins to participate as an exhibitor.

High Visibility Booth Location $1000 & Up


Available to Conference Exhibitors 


Entitles exhibitor to booth location with high visibility dependant on the 


conference facility


High visibility booth locations will be honored and determined by dollar 


amount contributed and order of the date the sponsorship form is received 


with the request. 


Payment must be received two weeks prior to the date the conference 


begins

Non-Conference Training Activity Sponsorship

Exhibitor opportunities will be offered for FASFAA training activities and workshops by the type of workshop and facility used for the activity. The FASFAA Executive Board will approve sponsorship amounts and number of exhibitors needed to financially support the training.
